Section 350-13.B.  Every residential building hereafter erected, converted, enlarged or structurally 12 
altered shall be located on a lot, and in no case shall there be more than one main residential building 13 
on one lot. 14 
 
Section 350-14. Nonconforming uses, structures and lots or parcels.                                                                                                 15 
350-14.A.(5) When a structure containing a nonconforming use is damaged by fire, explosion, act of 16 
God, the natural elements, or the public enemy to the extent of more than 50% of its current total 17 
assessed value, it shall not be restored except in conformity with the regulations of the district in which 18 
it is located.

350-14.B.(3) Alterations, additions and expansions that change the exterior dimensions of the structure 20 
and that do not conform to this chapter, but which do not increase the dimensional nonconformity 21 
beyond that which existed prior to the effective date of this chapter, are allowed provided that they do 22 
not exceed 50% of the current total assessed value of the structure for the lifetime of the structure.  23 
Also see Section 350-51 relating to existing nonconforming buildings, signs, structures, or parts thereof 24 
located in highway setbacks. 25 

350-14.C. Nonconforming lots or parcels.  Any lot or parcel created prior to the effective date of this 26 
chapter, or revisions and/or amendments thereto, which does not meet the current minimum lot or 27 
parcel size standards of this chapter shall not be reduced in size unless the reduction results in 28 
compliance with the minimum lot or parcel size standard of the zoning district in which it is located.

proposed the Land Use Planning and Zoning Department shall determine its consistency with a zoning 90 
district.  A conditional use permit shall be required for any proposed use which the Land Use Planning 91 
and Zoning Department determines consistent with a zoning district, but also determines that the effect 92 
of the proposed use on the character of the neighborhood and the location’s suitability for development 93 
warrants additional review. 94

There shall be an official Zoning District Map, Green Lake County, which shall be available to the public 98 
through the County Surveyor / Land Development Director Land Use Planning and Zoning Department.

§350-27 A-1 Farmland Preservation District 189 

A.  Purpose  190 

The purpose of this district is to promote areas for uses of a generally exclusive agricultural nature in 191 
order to protect farmland and to allow participation in the state’s farmland preservation program. 192 
Land zoned under this district must comply with the following: 193 

(1) Permitted Uses 194 

(a) Agricultural uses. See Section D for agricultural use definitions. 195 

(b) Not including the specified accessory uses identified in Subsection (2), other accessory uses 196 
including the farm residence. See Section D for accessory use definition.    197 

(c) Upon prior notification to the county, transportation, utility, communication, or other uses 198 
that are required under state or federal law to be located in a specific place or that are 199 
authorized to be located in a specific place under a state or federal law that preempts the 200 
requirement of a conditional use permit for those uses. 201 

(d) [Subsection (c) acknowledges that state or federal law may sometimes preempt local 202 
authority to restrict the siting of certain facilities. It does not purport to determine which 203 
state or federal actions are preemptive. It merely says that IF state or federal action is 204 
preemptive, no local permit is required and there is no need to rezone the site out of the 205 
farmland preservation district. Uses covered by subsection (c) might include, for example, 206 
state and federal highways, federally-mandated pipelines, and energy generation and 207 



transmission facilities whose location and design are specifically mandated by the Wisconsin 208 
Public Service Commission pursuant to a certificate of convenience and necessity.] 209 

(e) Undeveloped natural resource and open space areas. 210 

(f) Non-Farm residences built prior to January 1, 2014. 211 

(2) Conditional Uses 212 

(a) Agriculture-related uses. (See Section D for agricultural related use definition.)  213 

(b) A business, activity, or enterprise, whether or not associated with an agricultural use, 214 
which meets all of the following requirements: 215 

i. It is conducted on a farm by an owner or operator of that farm. 216 

ii. It requires no buildings, structures, or improvements other than those described 217 
in Section 350-27 D. (1)(a) or 350-27 D. (1)(c). 218 

iii. The total cumulative hours worked by paid employees, excluding the owner(s), 219 
shall not exceed 160 hours per week. 220 

iv. It does not impair or limit the current or future agricultural use of the farm or 221 
other protected farmland. 222 

(c) Upon prior notification to the County, transportation, communication, pipeline, electric 223 
transmission, utility, or drainage uses, facilities for the generation from sunlight, wind, 224

ii. The use and its location in the farmland preservation zoning district are 228 
reasonable and appropriate, considering alternative locations, or are specifically 229 
approved under state or federal law. 230 

iii. The use is reasonably designed to minimize conversion of land at and around 231 
the site of the use, from agricultural use or open space use. 232 

iv. The use does not substantially impair or limit the current or future agricultural 233 
use of surrounding parcels of land that are zoned for or legally restricted to 234 
agricultural use. 235 

v. Construction damage to land remaining in agricultural use is minimized and 236 
repaired, to the extent feasible. 237 

(d) Governmental, institutional, religious, or nonprofit community uses, if all of the 238 
following apply: 239 

i. The use and its location in the farmland preservation zoning district are 240 
consistent with the purposes of the farmland preservation zoning district. 241 



ii. The use and its location in the farmland preservation zoning district are 242 
reasonable and appropriate, considering alternative locations, or are specifically 243 
approved under state or federal law. 244 

iii. The use is reasonably designed to minimize the conversion of land, at and 245 
around the site of the use, from agricultural use or open space use. 246 

iv. The use does not substantially impair or limit the current or future agricultural 247 
use of surrounding parcels of land that are zoned for or legally restricted to 248 
agricultural use. 249 

v. Construction damage to land remaining in agricultural use is minimized and 250 
repaired to the extent feasible.      251 

(e) Nonmetallic mineral extraction, if all of the following apply: 252 

i. The operation complies with Subchapter I of Chapter 295, Wisconsin Statutes, 253 
and rules promulgated under that subchapter, with applicable provisions of 254 
local ordinances under Ch. §295.14, Wis. Stats. (including all applicable 255 
provisions of this ordinance), and with any applicable requirements of the 256 
Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources concerning the restoration of 257 
nonmetallic mining sites. 258 

ii. The operation and its location in the farmland preservation zoning district are 259 
consistent with the purposes of the farmland preservation zoning district. 260 

iii. The operation and its location in the farmland preservation zoning district are 261 
reasonable and appropriate, considering alternative locations outside the 262 
farmland preservation zoning district, or are specifically approved under state or 263 
federal law. 264 

iv. The operation is reasonably designed to minimize the conversion of land around 265 
the extraction site from agricultural use or open space use. 266 

v. The operation does not substantially impair or limit the current or future 267 
agricultural use of surrounding parcels of land that are zoned for or legally 268 
restricted to agricultural use. 269 

vi. The owner agrees to restore the land to agricultural use, consistent with any 270 
required reclamation plan, when extraction is completed. 271 

vii. Compliance with Chapter 213 (Nonmetallic Mining Reclamation).  272 

(f) Oil and gas exploration or production that is licensed by the Department of Natural 273 
Resources under Subchapter II of Chapter 295, Wisconsin Statutes. 274 

(g) Private airport or air strip qualifying as an accessory use under Ch. 91.01(1), Wis. Stats.  275 

(h) Dog kennels qualifying as an accessory use under Ch. 91.01(1), Wis. Stats. 276 



(i) Game farms/shooting preserves qualifying as an accessory use under Ch. 91.01(1) (b), 277 
Wis Stats. To meet the definition of agricultural use, the game birds or cervids must be 278 
raised on the farm for release for hunting.  279 

(j) Shooting Ranges meeting the requirements in Ch. 91.01(1)(d), Wis. Stats.  280 

(k) Manure storage systems. (Please note that permits for manure storage systems are 281 
subject to Ch. ATCP 50.56 and Ch. ATCP 51, Wis Adm. Code. 282 

(l) Slaughtering of livestock from the A-1 District. 283 

(m) Processing agricultural by-products or wastes received directly from farms, including 284 
farms in the A-1 District. 285 

Note:  The County may issue a conditional use permit for a proposed land use not identified in this 286 
section if the proposed land use meets applicable conditions under this section. Before issuing a 287 
conditional use permit, the County shall determine in writing, that the proposed use meets applicable 288 
conditions under this section. The County may issue the permit subject to conditions designed to carry 289 
out the purposes of this ordinance. 290 

(3) Area, Height and Setback Requirements:    291 

(a) Dimensional standards:  A lot or parcel shall have no less than 15 acres of contiguous 292 
land area.  293 

(b) All Principal Structures shall be on a lot consistent with the principal use permitted on 294 
such lot by the regulations of the district in which it is located. 295 

Note: The area within the road right(s)-of-way shall not be included for the standards of this subsection.     296 
Design standards pursuant to Chapter 315, Code of Green Lake County, Land Division and Subdivision, 297 
shall apply to a newly created lot or parcel for this subsection.  298 

(c) Principal structure setback and height standards. 299 

   i.  Street yard setback: 300 

    1.  State trunk road rights-of-way: 67 feet minimum.  301 

    2.  All other public road rights-of-way: 40 feet minimum.  302 

   ii.  Rear yard setback: 25 feet minimum.  303 

   iii.  Side yard setback: 12 feet minimum.  304 

   iv.  Structure height, dwelling structure: 35 feet.  305 

(d) Accessory building structure standards. An accessory building structure shall satisfy all of 306 
the following standards: 307 

    i. Setbacks: same as principal structure.  308 

   ii. Height: none 309 

    iii. Structure footprint area: none.  310 



    iv. Volume: none.  311 

    v. Human habitation of a detached accessory building structure may be allowed; 312 
       however, it shall be limited to 20% of the footprint area or 300 square feet,  313 
      whichever is less. This standard shall apply to only one detached accessory  314 
      building structure per lot or parcel.  315 

B.  Rezoning Land out of the A-1 Farmland Preservation Zoning District  316 

Land may be rezoned out of the A-1 Farmland Preservation Zoning District if the County, through their 317 
review and recommendation, and after a public hearing, finds that all of the following apply: 318 

 (1)  The land is better suited for a use not allowed in the A-1 Farmland Preservation Zoning  319 
  District. 320 

 (2)  The rezoning is consistent with the Green Lake County Comprehensive Plan. 321 

 (3) The rezoning is substantially consistent with the Green Lake County Farmland   322 
  Preservation Plan, certified under Ch. 91, Wis. Stats., which is in effect at the time of  323 
  zoning.  324 

 (4)  The rezoning will not substantially impair or limit current or future agricultural use of  325 
  surrounding parcels of land that are zoned for or legally restricted to agricultural use. 326 

 (5)  Note: The above Section B (1-4) does not apply to any of the following situations: 327 

   (a) A rezoning that is affirmatively certified by the Wisconsin Department of Agriculture,       328 
        Trade and Consumer Protection under Ch. 91, Wis. Stats. 329 

(b) A rezoning that makes the farmland preservation zoning ordinance map more 330 
consistent with the Green Lake County farmland preservation plan map, certified 331 
under Ch. 91, Wis. Stats., which is in effect at the time of the rezoning. 332 

C.  Certification of Ordinance and Amendments by DATCP 333 

 (1) This Zoning Ordinance must be certified by the State of Wisconsin Department of  334 
  Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection (DATCP) in order for owners of land that is  335 
  zoned A-1 Farmland Preservation in the Green Lake County to be eligible to claim tax  336 
  credits under the State of Wisconsin’s Farmland Preservation Program. 337 

 (2)   Green Lake County shall notify DATCP of any amendments as required by Ch. 91.36(8),  338 
  Wis. Stats. 339 

 (3)   Green Lake County shall notify DATCP by March 1 annually, of any acres rezoned out of  340 
  a farmland preservation zoning district during the previous year and a map that clearly  341 
  shows the location of those acres as required by Ch. 91.48(2) and 91.48(3), Wis. Stats. 342 

D. Farmland Preservation Definitions  343 

 For the purposes of Section 350-27 of this Ordinance, the following definitions shall be used.  344

(1)  Accessory Use: Within the A-1 Zoning District means any of the following land uses on a farm: 346 

 (a)  A building, structure, or improvement that is an integral part of, or is incidental to, an 347 
 agricultural use. This may include, for example: 348 

i. A facility used to store or process raw agricultural commodities, all of which are 349 
produced on the farm. 350 

ii. A facility used to keep livestock on the farm. 351 

iii. A facility used to store or process inputs primarily for agricultural uses on the farm. 352 

iv. A facility used to keep or service vehicles or equipment primarily employed in 353 
agricultural uses on the farm. 354 

v. A wind turbine or solar energy facility that collects wind or solar energy on the farm, and 355 
uses or transforms it to provide energy primarily for use on the farm. 356 

vi. A manure digester, bio-fuel facility, or other facility that produces energy primarily from 357 
materials grown or produced on the farm, primarily for use on the farm. 358 

vii. A waste storage or processing facility used to store or process animal waste produced 359 
solely from livestock kept on the farm. 360 

 (b) An activity or business operation that is an integral part of or incidental to, an 361 
 agricultural use. 362 

 (c) A farm residence, including normal residential appurtenances. 363 

 (d) Any other use that DATCP, by rule, identifies as an accessory use. 364 

(2)  Agricultural Use:  Any of the following activities conducted for the purpose of producing an income                      365 
 or livelihood: 366 

(a) Crop or forage production. 367 

(b) Keeping livestock. 368 

(c) Beekeeping. 369 

(d) Nursery, sod, or Christmas tree production. 370 

(e) Floriculture. 371 

(f) Aquaculture. 372 

(g) Fur farming. 373 

(h) Forest management. 374 

(i) Enrolling land in a federal agricultural commodity payment program or a federal or state 375 
agricultural land conservation payment program. 376 



(j) Any other use that the Department of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection, by rule, 377 
identifies as an agricultural use. 378 

(3)  Agriculture-related use:  An agricultural equipment dealership, facility providing agricultural 379 
supplies, facility for storing or processing agricultural products, or facility for processing agricultural 380 
wastes. In addition, any use that the Department of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection 381 
identifies by rule as an agriculture-related use.  An “agricultural related use” must be primary (not just 382 
incidentally) related to agriculture, and must have a direct connection to agriculture uses in the A-1 383 
zoning district.  384 

(4)  Certified Farmland Preservation Plan:  A farmland preservation plan that is certified as determined 385 
under Ch. 91.12, Wis. Stats. 386 

(5)  Certified Farmland Preservation Zoning Ordinance: A zoning ordinance that is certified as 387 
determined under Ch. 91.32, Wis. Stats. 388 

(6)  Common Ownership:   Ownership by the same person or persons, or by persons that are all wholly 389 
owned by the same person or persons. "Common ownership" includes joint tenancy and tenancy in 390 
common. Solely for purposes of this definition, a parcel owned by one member of a married couple is 391 
deemed to be owned by the married couple. 392 

Land is deemed to be under "common ownership," for purposes of this ordinance, if it is all owned by 393 
the same individual, married couple, joint tenants, and tenants in common, corporation, LLC, 394 
partnership, estate or trust.  If land parcels are owned by separate legal entities, but those legal entities 395 
are all wholly owned by exactly the same person or persons, those land parcels are deemed to be under 396 
"common ownership" for purposes of this ordinance. 397 

(7)  Contiguous:  Adjacent to or sharing a common boundary. “Contiguous" land includes land that is 398 
separated only by a river, stream, section line, public road, private road, railroad, pipeline, transmission 399 
line, or transportation or transmission right-of- way. Parcels are not "contiguous" if they meet only at a 400 
single point. 401 

(8)  Conditional Uses: Uses of a special nature as to make impractical their predetermination as a 402 
permitted use in a district.  Conditional uses as used in the A-1 Farmland Preservation Zoning District 403 
must meet the requirements of Ch. 91.46, Wis. Stats. 404 

(9)  Farm:  All land under common ownership that is primarily devoted to agricultural use.  For the 405 
purpose of this definition, land is deemed to be primarily devoted to agricultural use if the following 406 
apply: 407 

(1) The land produces at least $6,000 in annual gross farm revenues to its owner or renter, 408 
regardless of whether a majority of the land area is in agricultural use; or, 409 

(2) A majority (greater than 50%) of the land is in agricultural use.    410 

In determining whether land is in agricultural use for purposes of par. (2), a zoning authority may 411 
consider how the land is classified for property tax purposes. See Ch. TAX 18, Wis. Adm. Code.] 412 



(10)  Farm Residence:  A single-family or two family residence that is the only residential structure on 413 
the farm or is occupied by any of the following: 414 

(1) An owner or operator of the farm. 415 

(2) A parent or child of an owner or operator of the farm. 416 

(3) An individual who earns more than 50 percent of his or her gross income from the farm. 417 

To qualify as a “farm residence," a residence must be located on a "farm." If a farm owner deeds off a 418 
residential parcel to another person (even if that person is the farm owner's parent, child or employee), 419 
the separately-owned parcel is no longer part of the original "farm." A residence built on that parcel 420 
does not qualify as a "farm residence" unless the parcel qualifies as a "farm" in its own right. 421 

(11)  Gross Farm Revenues:  Means gross receipts from agricultural use of a farm, excluding rent 422 
receipts, less the cost or other basis of livestock or other agricultural items purchased for resale which 423 
are sold or otherwise disposed of during the taxable year. Gross farm revenue includes receipts accruing 424 
to a renter, but does not include rent paid to the landowner. 425 

(12)  Livestock:  Includes bovine animals, equine animals, goats, poultry, sheep, swine, farm raised deer, 426 
farm raised game birds, camelids, ratites and farm raised fish. 427 

(13)  Nonfarm Residence:  Any residence other than a farm residence. 428 

(14)  Nonconforming Uses or Structures: Any structure, land, or water lawfully used, occupied, or 429 
erected at the time of the effective date of this Ordinance which does not conform to the regulations of 430 
this Ordinance. Any such structure conforming in respect to use, but not in respect to frontage, width, 431 
height, area, yard, parking, loading, or distance requirements shall be considered a nonconforming 432 
structure and not a nonconforming use. 433 

(15)  Open Space Parcel: A parcel on which no buildings, other than hunting blinds or small sheds, have 434 
been constructed or approved for construction.   435 

(16)  Person:  An individual, corporation, partnership, limited liability company (LLC), trust, estate or 436 
other legal entity. 437 

(17)  Protected Farmland:  Land that is any of following: 438 

(a) Land that is located in the A-1 Farmland Preservation Zoning District certified under Ch. 91, 439 
Wis. Stats. 440 

(b) Covered by a farmland preservation agreement under Ch. 91, Wis. Stats. 441 

(c) Covered by an agricultural conservation easement under Ch. 93.73, Wis. Stats. 442 

(d) Otherwise legally protected from nonagricultural development 443

If the 559 
Land Use Planning and Zoning Committee finds that such objection has been made, it shall certify 560 
the same and order a referendum of all the property owners of the town in which the proposed 561 
district lies (and additionally a referendum of all the property owners of all adjacent towns that lie 562 
within a distance of 1.5 miles from the boundaries of the proposed district) and shall set the date 563 
therefor, not later than 90 days from the date of order, and shall notify the clerk of the town(s) 564 
affected, who shall cause notice of the referendum to be published as a Class 2 notice and who 565 
shall further mail notice of the referendum to all property owners of his/her town, whether 566 
present within the County or absent therefrom.   Absentee ballots will be accepted in said 567 
referendum and shall be handled and regulated by the provisions of §§ 6.85 through 6.89 (as 568 
applicable), Wis. Stats. Said town clerk(s) shall further cause all other preparations to be made for 569 
the conduct of said referendum and together with the Land Use Planning and Zoning Committee 570 
shall make an estimate of the total cost of said referendum, which shall be borne by the initial 571 
petitioners, who shall pay to the clerk of the town(s) involved a deposit of the estimated cost of 572 



the referendum, all unused portions of which shall be returned to them after the completion of 573 
said referendum. Failure to pay such deposit within 10 days from the date of receiving notice of 574 
the estimated cost shall cause automatic dismissal of the petition. All town clerks involved in said 575 
referendum shall withhold mailing of notice or publication of notice of such referendum until all 576 
costs have been paid as herein required. The question to be stated in  such referendum shall 577 
be substantially as follows: "Shall a portion of the Town of __________________ located in Section 578
