JURISDICTIONAL TRANSFER AGREEMENT

This Agreement made this day of ,201__, by and
between Green Lake County (hereinafter “the County”), a Wisconsin municipal body
corporate and the Town of Princeton (hereinafter “the Town”), a Wisconsin
municipal corporation.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the County presently has jurisdiction of and maintenance
responsibility for County Trunk Highway (CTH) Y located within the jurisdictional
limits of the Town; and,

WHEREAS, the County and Town cooperatively negotiated the jurisdictional
transfer of a segment of CTY Y located within the Town; and,

WHEREAS, the County and the Town agree to the jurisdictional transfer of the
CTH Y segment as long as the conditions contained in this agreement are met and
believe such transfer is in the best interests of the County and the Town.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and mutual obligations of the
parties hereto, the County and the Town do hereby covenant and agree as follows:

a. The County agrees to remove from the County Trunk Highways system and
the Town agrees to accept as part of the Town’s roadway system, effective
upon completion of roadway improvements as contained in this document,
the following portions of the County Trunk Highway system:

2. County’s Obligations.

a. The County will perform the following roadway improvements as part of this
Jurisdictional Transfer. All work to be completed by 2017.
