SNOW AND ICE REMOVAL MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT

This Agreement is made and entered into by and between Green Lake County, a
quasi-municipal corporation hereinafter referred to as “County”, and the Town of
Manchester, Green Lake County, Wisconsin, hereinafter referred to as “Town” and
is authorized by Wis. Stat. §66.0301.

WHEREAS, the Town is desirous of utilizing services of the Green Lake County
Highway Department for certain maintenance work; and,

WHEREAS, the County through its Highway Department is desirous of contracting
to provide such maintenance service.

NOW, THEREFORE, for valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of
which is acknowledged by both parties, it is agreed between the Town and the
County as follows:

1. TERM. The term of this Agreement shall be from Oct 1, 2016 and ending on
May 31, 2017.

2. SNOW REMOVAL, SALT AND SANDING.
a. The County shall:

1. Provide snow removal and salt and sanding services for the Town on
all Town roads listed in the Wisconsin Department of
Transportation’s official listing of Town roads (approximately 37
miles of Town roads).

i1. Determine when to remove snow.

1i.  Determine when salt or sand shall be applied, as well as the
quantity.

iv.  Determine the manner in which snow removal, salting and sanding
services are provided.

v. Determine the order that roads shall be serviced.

b. The Town agrees that County and State Highways shall be serviced before
Town roads.

c. This Agreement will be subject to the Green Lake County Winter
Maintenance Policy, which is incorporated by reference as if fully set forth
herein and is attached as Exhibit “A”.

3. COST.

a. Minimum Payment. In exchange for the County performing the agreed
upon maintenance work, the Town agrees it will utilize highway snow and
ice removal maintenance during the term of this Agreement at a
minimum amount of $20,000.00.

b. Salt and sand supplies are not included in the minimum payment and will
be invoiced separately monthly.

c. Invoicing.

1.  The minimum amount for the services to be performed shall be paid
in two equal installments of $10,000.00 due on November 15, 2016
and January 15, 2017.

ii.  The County will keep a log of dates, hours and work performed which
will be sent monthly to the Town.

1i.  When the minimum payment amount of $20,000 has been expended,
the County will bill the Town for the actual labor and equipment
costs monthly for services rendered over and above the $20,000.00
minimum payment.

4. The Town agrees that the County shall be liable for damages to mailboxes as
set forth in the Mailbox Damage policy attached as Exhibit “B”.

5. The County shall provide liability, unemployment and workers compensation
insurance for work and services provided under this Agreement.

6. The County shall be responsible for all wages and other employee
compensation that may be due and owing to those providing work or services
pursuant to the terms of this Agreement. No person performing work or
services under this Agreement shall be deemed an employee of the Town.

7. MISCELLANEOUS

a.

Discrimination. Both parties agree not to discriminate against any
employee or applicant for employment because of age, race, religion, color,
handicap, sex, physical condition, developmental disability, sexual
orientation as defined in Section 51.01(5), Wis. Stats., or national origin.
This provision shall include, but not be limited to, the following:
employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer, rates of pay or other forms
of compensation and selection for training, including apprenticeship.

Indemnification. The Town shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless
the County, its appointed or elected officials, committee members,
employees, agents and each of them for any and all suits, actions, legal or
administrative proceedings, claims, demands, damages, liabilities,
interests, attorneys' fees, costs and expenses of whatsoever kind or nature,
In any manner directly or indirectly caused, occasioned or contributed to
in whole or in part by reason of any willful act, error or omission, fault or
negligence by the Town, in fulfilling the terms of this Agreement.

Notices. Notice required or deemed advisable under this Agreement shall
be placed in writing and be delivered personally, by United States
registered or certified mail postage prepaid or by commercial carrier.

The entire agreement of the parties is
contained herein, and this Agreement supersedes all previous agreements,
whether written or oral and all negotiations as well as any previous
agreements presently in effect between the Town and the County relating
to the subject matter.

1. The Town warrants and represents that all services and materials
provided by the County pursuant to this Agreement will be for a public
purpose only and will not provide a primarily private benefit or purpose
for any particular individual or entity.

j. If any provision of this Agreement shall be held to be invalid, illegal or
unenforceable, the validity, legality and enforceability of the remaining
provisions shall in no way be affected or impaired.

k. The individuals executing this Agreement are duly authorized
representatives of their respective entities, and are executing such
documents and binding their respective entities to the representations,
warranties, and duties contained in this Agreement.

1. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed to be an original, but all of which, taken together, shall constitute
one and the same document.

m. Each party has participated in negotiating and drafting this Agreement,
so if an ambiguity or a question of intent or interpretation arises, this
Agreement is to be construed as if the Parties had drafted it jointly, as
opposed to being construed against a Party because it was responsible for
drafting one or more provisions of this Agreement.

n. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary, the County and Town
