The County Board of Supervisors of Green Lake County, Green Lake Wisconsin, duly
assembled at its regular meeting begun on the 16th day of April 2019, does ordain as
follows:

Section 1. Green Lake County Ordinance, No. 1130-2015, Adopted December 15, 2015
is hereby amended as follows:

3 103-27. Definitions

4  Domestic Animal

5 Any species that has been selectively bred for hundreds of generations to accept
6 humans or live with humans so as to live and breed in a tame condition, depend on
7 humankind for survival, and are commonly considered to be domesticate in the United
8 States. Domestic animals include

9 a. Companion animals, and

10 b. Livestock,

11 c. Farm-raised deer,

12 d. A pet bird,

13 e. Farm-raised game birds not released to the wild,

14 f. _Poultry,

15 g. Ratites,

16 h. Farm-raised fish not released to the waters of the state, and

17 i. Foxes, fitch, nutria, marten, fisher, mink, chinchilla, rabbit or caracul that are born,

18 bred, and raised in captivity and are not endangered or threatened species.

§103.29. Keeping of certain restricted animals.

A. Except as otherwise provided herein, no person within the unincorporated areas of
Green Lake County shall own, keep, maintain, harbor, or have in his or her possession, or
under his or her control, or sell, or offer to purchase, any wild animal, harmful wild animal,
or animal with vicious or dangerous propensities, including, but not limited to, any of the
following animals:

C. This section shall not apply to:

(1) Any person exempt from licensing by the Department of Natural Resources under
Wis. Ch. 169.

(2) Any person exempt under Wis. Stat. §169.07

(3) Any person who possesses a license or other approval issued by the Department of
Natural Resources under Wis. Ch. 169 or §29.319 Wis. Stats. to possess, purchase,
or sell a live wild animal.

D. Any person who is exempt under paragraph C. shall ensure that:

(1) The location where the animal is housed conforms to the provisions of the zoning
ordinances of the municipality in which the animal is housed;

(2) The animal is handled and treated humanely in conformity with all state statutes and
administrative codes applicable to that particular animal.

(3) The licensed facility housing the animal conforms to all state statutes and
administrative codes applicable to that particular animal;

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Section 2. This ordinance shall become effective upon passage and publication.

Section 3. The repeal and recreation of any section herein shall not have any effect on
existing litigation and shall not operate as an abatement of any action or proceeding then
pending or by virtue of the repealed sections.

Section 4. All ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed.

Traffic Crash Response and Reporting

502.1 PURPOSE AND SCOPE

The policy provides guidelines for responding to and investigating traffic crashes.

502.2 POLICY

Itis the policy of the Green Lake County Sheriff's Office to respond to traffic crashes and render or
summon aid to injured victims as needed. The Office will investigate and prepare reports according
to the established minimum reporting requirements with the goal of reducing the occurrence
of crashes by attempting to identify the cause of the crash and through enforcing applicable laws.
Unless restricted by law, traffic crash reports will be made available to the public upon request
(Wis. Stat. § 346.70(4)).

502.3 RESPONSE

[Best Practice] [MODIFIED]

Upon arriving at the scene, the responding member should assess the need for additional
resources and summon assistance as appropriate. Generally, the member initially dispatched as
a sector car to the scene will be responsible for the investigation and report, if required, unless
responsibility is reassigned by a supervisor.

A supervisor should be called to the scene when the incident:
(a) Is within the jurisdiction of this office and there is:
1 A life-threatening injury.
2 A fatality.
3. A County vehicle involved.
4 A County official or employee involved.
8 An on- or off-duty member of this office involved.
(b) Is within another jurisdiction and there is:
1. A County of Green Lake vehicle involved.
2. A County of Green Lake official involved.
3.  Anon-duty member of this office involved.
502.3.1 MEMBER RESPONSIBILITIES

[Best Practice] [MODIFIED]
Upon arriving at the scene, the responding member should consider and appropriately address:

(a) Traffic direction and control.

(b) Proper placement of emergency vehicles, cones, or other devices if available to
provide protection for members, the public, and the scene.

(c) First aid for any injured parties if it can be done safely.
(d) The potential for involvement of hazardous materials.

(e) The need for additional support as necessary (e.g., traffic control, emergency medical
services, fire department, hazardous materials response, tow vehicles).

(f)  Clearance and cleanup of the roadway.

502.4 NOTIFICATION

[Best Practice| [MODIFIED]

If a traffic crash involves a life-threatening injury or fatality, the responding deputy shall notify a
supervisor or, if unavailable, the Shift Sergeant. The Shift Sergeant or any supervisor may assign
a traffic investigator or other appropriate personnel to investigate the incident. The Shift Sergeant
will ensure notification is made to the Patrol Sergeant or Supervisor, office command staff, and
County Administrator in accordance with the Major Incident Notification Policy.

The District Attorney shall be notified of all fatal traffic crash incidents and provided with a summary
of known information.

502.4.1 NOTIFICATION OF FAMILY

[Best Practice] [MODIFIED]

In the event of a life-threatening injury or fatality, the supervisor responsible for the incident should
ensure notification of the victim’s immediate family or coordinate such notification with the Coroner,
office chaplain, or another suitable person. Notification should be made as soon as practicable
following positive identification of the victim.

Generally, notification of family for a fatality is conducted by the Green Lake County Coroners
Office.

The identity of any person seriously injured or deceased in a traffic crash should not be released
until notification is made to the victim's immediate family.

502.5 MINIMUM REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

A crash report shall be taken when (Wis. Stat. § 346.70(4)(b)):

(@) The crash originated or terminated on a traffic way, or public or private premises as
outlined within Wis. Stat. § 346.66, and involved at least one motor vehicle in transport
and resulted in any of the following (Wis. Stat. § 346.70):

1. Injury or fatality of a person

2.  Total damage to one person's property that is reasonably believed to be $1,000
or more

3. Damage to government-owned property that is reasonably believed to be $200
or more, except to government-owned vehicles, which is $1,000 or more

Motor vehicle crashes that do not meet the above criteria are considered non-reportable and may
be documented in a general information report in lieu of the WisDOT report form. The information
contained in the general information report shall be sufficient to complete the WisDOT report form
should it later be determined that the crash involved injuries or property damage that meet the
state criteria of a reportable crash.

502.5.1 PRIVATE PROPERTY

Generally, reports should not be taken when a traffic crash occurs on private property unless it
involves an injury or fatality, a hit-and-run violation, or other traffic law violation. Members may
provide assistance to motorists as a public service, such as exchanging information and arranging
for the removal of the vehicles.

502.5.2 CITYCOUNTY VEHICLE INVOLVED

A traffic crash report shall be taken when a County vehicle is involved in a traffic crash that results

in property damage or injury.

A general information report may be taken in lieu of a traffic crash report at the direction of
a supervisor when the incident occurs entirely on private property or does not involve another
vehicle.

Whenever there is damage to a County vehicle, a vehicle damage report shall be completed and
forwarded to the appropriate Division Administrator. The traffic investigator or supervisor at the
scene should determine what photographs should be taken of the scene and the vehicle damage.

. This policy is meant to comply in full with the Green Lake County Policy and Procedure
manual concerning vehicle use (see County Policy Manual Appendix H) located upon
the Green Lake County Intranet.

502.5.3 INJURED ANIMALS
Office members should refer to the Animal Control Policy when a traffic crash involves the
disposition of an injured animal.

502.5.4 TRAFFIC CRASHES INVOLVING DIPLOMATIC OR CONSULAR CONTACTS

When a member of this office investigates or receives a report of a traffic crash in which the
operator of any vehicle involved in the crash displays a driver's license issued by the U.S.
Department of State (DOS) or the person claims immunity or privilege under 22 USC § 254a
through 22 USC § 258a, with respect to the operator's violation of any state traffic law or any local
traffic law enacted by any local authority in accordance with Wis. Stat. § 349.06, the office member
shall do the following (Wis. Stat. § 346.70(4)(i)):
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(a) Assoon as practicable, contact the DOS Office of Foreign Missions (OFM) Diplomatic
Security Command Center, Diplomatic Motor Vehicle Office to verify the status and
immunity, if any, of the driver claiming diplomatic immunity.

(b) Within 10 days after the date of the crash, forward a copy of the crash report to the
DOS OFM Diplomatic Motor Vehicle Office.

502.6 INVESTIGATION
When a traffic crash meets minimum reporting requirements the investigation should include, at
a minimum:

(a) Identification and interview of all involved parties.

(b) Identification and interview of any witnesses.

(c) A determination of whether a violation of law has occurred and the appropriate
enforcement action.

(d) Identification and protection of items of apparent evidentiary value.

(e) Documentation of the incident as necessary (e.g., statements, measurements,
photographs, collection of evidence, reporting) on the appropriate forms.

. It is the policy of the Green Lake County Sheriff's Office to obtain and evidence blood
sample from all operators involved in a fatal traffic crash. Blood samples shall be
obtained only by consent or other legal means under Wisconsin law.

. It is the policy of the Green Lake County Sheriff's Office to obtain basic scene
measurements or more for incidents of personal injury or greater. Basic measurements
include final points of rest for vehicles, point of impact, and the indentification of a
permanently established reference point.

502.6.1 INVESTIGATION BY OUTSIDE LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY

The Patrol Sergeant or Supervisor or on-duty Shift Sergeant should request that the Wisconsin
State Patrol or other outside law enforcement agency investigate and complete a traffic crash
investigation when a life-threatening injury or fatal traffic crash occurs within the jurisdiction of the
Green Lake County Sheriff's Office and involves:

(a) Anon- or off-duty member of the Office.

1.  The involved member shall complete the office traffic crash form. If the member
is unable to complete the form, the supervisor shall complete it.

(b) An on- or off-duty official or employee of the County of Green Lake County Sheriff's
Office.

Office members shall promptly notify a supervisor when any office vehicle is involved in a traffic
crash. The crash investigation and report shall be completed by the agency having jurisdiction.

502.7 ENFORCEMENT ACTION
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After a thorough investigation in which physical evidence or independent witness statements
indicate that a violation of a traffic law contributed to the crash, authorized members should issue
a municipal citation or arrest the offending driver, as appropriate.

More serious violations, such as driving under the influence of drugs or alcohol, vehicular
manslaughter, or other felonies, shall be enforced. If a driver who is subject to enforcement action
is admitted to a hospital, a supervisor shall be contacted to determine the best enforcement option.

502.8 REPORTS

[NOBIEES:
Office members shall utilize the written or automated report forms approved by WisDOT as

required for the reporting of traffic crashes. All such reports shall be forwarded to the Patrol
Sergeant or Supervisor for approval and filing.

502.8.1 REPORT MODIFICATION

A change or maodification of a written report that alters a material fact in the report may be made

only by the member who prepared the report and only prior to its approval and distribution. Once
a report has been approved and distributed, corrections shall only be made by way of a written
supplemental report. A written supplemental report may be made by any authorized member.

If the modification is to add a fatality, a Wisconsin Motor Vehicle Fatal Accident Supplement Form
shall be completed and a Transaction Information for the Management of Enforcement (TIME)
administrative message sent to Motor Vehicle Fatality Reporting. A fatality is any injury received
in a traffic crash that results in death within 30 days of the crash.

502.8.2 TRAFFICBUREAUMANAGER RESPONSIBILITIES

The responsibilities of the Patrol Sergeant or Supervisor include but are not limited to:

(a) Ensuring the monthly and quarterly reports on traffic crash information and statistics
are forwarded to the Patrol Division Administrator or other persons as required.

(b) Forwarding the original written or automated format WisDOT report form for all
reportable accidents to WisDOT within 10 days of the date of the crash (Wis. Stat.
§ 346.70(4)(a)).

(c) Forwarding a copy of the WisDOT report form to the governing body where the crash
occurred (Wis. Stat. § 346.70(4)(h)).

(d) Review and analysis of traffic crash data to determine selective enforcement activities.
(e) Traffic direction and control procedures.

(f)  Traffic crash and reporting procedures that include, at a minimum, protocol for the
following crash conditions:

1. Death or injury
2. Hit and run
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Property damage only
Damage to public vehicles or property
