           EXPENSE AND REVENUE MONTHLY REPORTS  

The October 2020 monthly expense and revenue reports were discussed and filed. 

LINE ITEM TRANSFERS  
 
Lori Evans Administrative Assistant to the Sheriff presented the following Line item 
transfers: 
General Print Management – expenses higher than anticipated.  $1,500 was requested to 
be transferred from the Sheriff’s Office General Office Supply Account. 
Jail Print Management – expenses were higher than anticipated.  $1,340 was requested to 
be transferred from the Jail Repair and Maintenance Account.  
Jail Capital Equipment – three of the Master Control 24 hour chairs did not hold up as well 
as expected.  $3,400 was requested to be transferred from the Jail Repair and Maintenance 
Account for replacement of the chairs. 
Jail Phones – the jail phone expenses were higher than expected from the previous vendor. 
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There are no longer any inmate phone expenses.  It is all revenue.  $1279 was requested to 
be transferred from Jail Repair and Maintenance.   
Buoy Repair – costs for buoy repairs were higher than expected.  $106.00 was requested to 
be transferred from the Hovercraft repair line.
